VMC Meeting


The VMC meeting took place on 21.08.08 at 10:00 a.m. At the outset, the Principal, Mrs. Urmila Sharma welcomed the chairman Dr.A.K.Bose & all other members. The new parent members Mrs.Shaswati Das & Dr. Chawat were introduced as well. The Chairman congratulated the Principal & the teachers of vidyalaya for the successful 10th & 12th Board Exam Results. The Principal mentioned about the upheavals the vidyalaya underwent due to the absence of Physics, Maths & Chemistry teachers. She also  thanked Mr. Hari Yadav for his co-operation in conducting the Maths class for Class XII. The G.M suggested that similar co-operation could be sought even from the nearby coaching classes. The Principal apprised the committee that these classes had been approached & they have demanded a large sum for a little time which is not permissible as per rules & could lead to audit objection. He further suggested pasting of advertisements at Dehu Road Station Market, Akurdi & Shivaji Nagar Stations, BEd  Colleges etc. Dr. Chawat also suggested advertisement through Internet. So the Chairman deputed Mr. Soni, the computer teacher to do the needful. The Principal apprised the committee of the details of the In-service Course for Social Studies that was held in the vidyalaya during the summer break. She also thanked the Chairman, E.O Mrs. Bhalla & CRPF authorities for extending their timely help & showing concern throughout the course.
The following agenda points were discussed after this:-

1)APPPROVAL OF VVN BUDGET AND SCHOOL FUND FOR THE    YEAR 2008-09:

The Principal forwarded for the approval of the committee, a budget of Rs.3 lac. She suggested that the vidyalaya should have a separate computer lab for the Primary Section in addition to the already existing two computer labs. She also stressed upon the need for the purchase of educational films for the Primary section. This point was unanimously agreed upon. According to her, the commissioner has suggested the purchase & use of L.C.D & O.H.P for all classes. Spot & Colour lights should be used during the cultural program was a valuable suggestion put forth by the Chairman. The Principal mentioned about the urgent requirement of a Digital Camera. The Chairman granted the same so that these photograph could be preserved for years to come. The Chairman highlighted the need for the safety & security of these equipment & further suggested that they be insured.
2)PURCHASE OF CLASSROOM FURNITURE IN VIEW OF INCREASE OF STUDENT STRENGTH :
In view of the increase in class strength & the ceiling is only Rs. One lakh, the Vidyalaya requires more funds for the same. The same was approved by the Chairman & the committee.

3)PREPARATION OF ADDIOTONAL COMPUTER LAB AS PER KVS GUIDELINES  

The Vidyalaya at present has only two computer labs but as this is a 3- section school, according to the KVS guidelines an additional lab is required. Estimated expenditure will be sent to Regional office for their permission & approval.

4) ANNUAL REPAIRS & MAINTANACE OF STAFF QUARTERS:- 

Only minor repairs for the maintenance of staff quarters had to be undertaken.

5)MEDICAL CHECK-UP OF STUDENTS:- 

Medical check-up of the students had to be undertaken twice during an academic session. Dr. Chawat assured extention of all possible help for a dental check-up & promised to give the required information within two days. Mrs Shaswati committed that a Genral medical check-up will be taken up by CRPF. Dr.Shah came forward for an HB count check up for senior girls.

6)CONSTRUCTION OF BASKET – BALL COURT AND MATHEMATICAL GARDEN :
The Chairman magnanimously assured every kind of help for the construction a basket ball court. He also took keen interest in the upcoming mathematical garden & appreciated the idea.

7)WHITE WASH AND COLOUR – WASH BUILDING:

The chairman suggested that the white washing / coloring of the vidyalaya could be taken up in parts as per the availability of funds. 

8)CONSTRUCTION OF ADDITIONAL ROOM AND AUDITORIUM:-

The Principal suggested that the Vidyalaya required a big Recreation Hall as well as a few more classrooms in view of the additional Commerce Stream in the Vidyalaya. For this the Chairman suggested that the proposal for additional classrooms could be sent to the Sangathan first. As far as the Auditorium was concerned, the Chairman suggested visits to 
famous Recreational Halls in the city so that a proper plan, shape, capacity & other requirements could be thoroughly understood before actual work could start. The Principal also said that the Vidyalaya needed additional Sports activities like Table Tennis & Badminton. An estimate from MES will be taken for onward suggestion to R.O.

9)ANY OTHER POINT WITH THE PERMISSION OF CHAIRMAN:
Dr.Chawat suggested that the students of the Vidyalaya should enthusiastically participate during the ‘ Save Environment ’ week from 22nd to 28th Aug. Free sapling could be obtained from COD for planting in & around the Vidyalaya. A rally will be taken out by the students in support of this week.
There was a request from the parents of CRPF saying that they wanted the teachers to give a list of materials required by the students at the beginning of the session. Principal assured that this would be considered forthwith.

A suggestion also came regarding the formation of an alumni & seeking all possible help from ex-students in form of men & material  for the betterment of the Vidyalaya.

Last but not the least the Principal thanked the Chairman and the committee for their constructive suggestions, & guidance & help in the larger interest of the Vidyalaya.
